The Historic Preservation Exterior Rehabilitation 
Program (HPERP) provides financial assistance to 
encourage residents to maintain, repair and sensitively 
rehabilitate historic homes to encourage reinvestment and 
revitalization in historic neighborhoods. Here are some 
highlights of the program:

50/50 matching of funds for pre-approved  
work with $2,000 being the minimum and $10,000 
being the maximum reimbursement (i.e. homeowner 
applies for $20,000 worth of work and the HPERP 
reimburses the homeowner $10,000 after completion 
and inspection of work).

Some eligible exterior work includes: wall repair,  
window and door repairs, roof repair/replacement, 
foundation, stucco, masonry repairs, porch and step 
repair and reversal of inappropriate alterations to 
name a few.

Application deadline for 2008-2009 fiscal year is  
June 3, 2009 by 5 pm.

Funding for the program is competitive and  
ranked by a review panel.

Applicants who meet with Historic Preservation  
Office (HPO) staff before May 9, 2009 receive an 
extra point in the scoring process.

The HPO has walk-in hours of 8 am to noon (M-F)  
and are available to help homeowners understand how 
they can help preserve the historic nature of their 
homes. The HPO is located at 200 W. Washington on 
the 17th Floor.

In exchange for receiving reimbursement for  
improvements, the homeowner agrees to sign a Deed 
of Conservation Easement that states the homeowner 
will maintain the site in good and sound repair.
